. IMPORT / EXPORT NARCOTICS BY CARRYING

Any person who intends to enter Japan carrying narcotics (example: morphine,
codeine, oxycodone, pethidine, hydrocodone) for his / her own medical use is required to
obtain an advance permission from the Director-General of one of the eight Regional
Bureaus of Health and Welfare, JAPAN based on the"Narcotics and Psychotropics Control

Law".
Narcotics can not be imported / exported for treatment of the addiction.
Described below are the necessary procedures for obtaining an advance permission
from the Director-General, Regional Bureau of Health and Welfare, JAPAN to enter / leave

Japan carrying narcotics for his / her medical use.

1 Procedures:
The following documents should be submitted to Narcotics Control Department of

one of the eight Regional Bureaus of Health and Welfare in advance (see attached).

2 Required documents:
1) Application form (see appendix)

¥ When the re-import (re-export) of the narcotics are foreseen, separate
application forms for the import (required for entering Japan carrying narcotics)
and for the export (required for departing Japan carrying narcotics) should be
submitted together. '

3% The estimated quantity of narcotics remaining at the point of departure should
be indicated in the application form for the re-export.

2) Medical certificate
A medical certificate by his / her doctor identifying the disease, the necessity
of narcotics for his / her treatment, the names of nareotics and their quantities

prescribed should be submitted together with the application forms.

3 Two weeks is necessary to process the application. In case of urgency, please send
by fax the application forms with medical certificate at least two weeks before your
arrival / departure in / from Japan.

(The original forms should still be sent by air-mail.)
